We are an inclusive learning community with a tradition of inspiring, supporting, and collaborating 
with students as they prepare to be engaged citizens in their pursuit of continuous success.

ü School Schedule – We are on a 4-day, in person school week with a short review activity for students to complete at home on Fridays. Therefore, we
will not have a late-start day on Tuesdays. Due to a need to distance with all students in the building, we will be on a 3-lunch bell schedule. You can
view a copy of the adjusted bell schedule on page 5.

ü Online Learning – Even though all students are returning to school, we know that some will still need to learn from home from time to time due to
sickness or quarantine. When learning from home, students can keep up with their classes on Canvas following the guidelines sent out last week.
They can expect 40-90 minutes of work per class in one of the following formats: flipped, blended or synchronous.

ü Math Tutoring – Please view the schedule on page 6 for math tutoring opportunities. Both in person and virtual opportunities are available.

ü AP Students and Parents – The window is now open to register and pay for the 2021 AP exams. This is a TWO STEP process and both steps must be
completed prior to November 1st to avoid paying additional exam fees. All the information you need, including a registration tutorial, is available on
our Counseling website: https://altahscounseling.weebly.com/ap.html.

ü Graduation Orders – Jostens, your official graduation and class jewelry supplier, will be at school taking orders for senior graduation/accessories and
class jewelry on Wednesday, October 28th from 7:00am to 1:00pm in the commons area. It is imperative that you order on Wednesday, October 28th
to ensure that you get your pre-delivered items (tassels, sweatshirts, etc.) and that we reserve the correct gown size for your graduation in the
spring. If your student did not receive a graduation packet last week, they are available in the main office.

ü Free Meals to Fuel Friday Learning – On Thursdays, our lunchroom will double the number of meals we normally prepare, adding an extra sack meal
for students to take home and enjoy on Friday. The sack meals will be made available free of charge for as long as federal grant funding remains in
place. Efforts will be made to distribute the meals at the end of the school day so they can be quickly refrigerated. This is important, as the sack
meals will contain perishable items. Nutrition information for the meals can be found at CSD’s online lunch menu.

ü Hawk Stash – The Hawk Stash is up and running! Students can visit it every Thursday after school or see their counselor for a private visitation. You
can also help us keep the Hawk Stash stocked with your donations. See page 7 for more details.

Nosotros somos una comunidad con un ambiente inclusivo de aprendizaje que tiene como tradición inspirar, apoyar, y colaborar
con los estudiantes en su preparación para convertirse en residentes dedicados a la búsqueda continua del éxito.

ü Horario escolar: estamos en una semana escolar en persona de 4 días con una breve actividad de repaso para que los estudiantes la completen en
casa los viernes. Por lo tanto, no tendremos un día de inicio tardío los martes. Debido a la necesidad de distanciarnos con todos los estudiantes en
el edificio, estaremos en un horario de campana de 3 almuerzos.

ü Aprendizaje en línea: aunque todos los estudiantes están regresando a la escuela, sabemos que algunos todavía necesitarán aprender en casa de 
vez en cuando debido a enfermedades o cuarentena. Al aprender desde casa, los estudiantes pueden mantenerse al día con sus clases en Canvas 
siguiendo las pautas enviadas la semana pasada. Pueden esperar entre 40 y 90 minutos de trabajo por clase en uno de los siguientes formatos: 
volteado, combinado o sincrónico.

ü Tutoría de matemáticas: consulte el programa en la página 6 para conocer las oportunidades de tutoría de matemáticas. Hay oportunidades tanto
presenciales como virtuales.

ü Alumnos AP y padres: la ventana ahora está abierta para registrarse y pagar los exámenes AP 2021. Este es un proceso de DOS PASOS y ambos 
pasos deben completarse antes del 1 de noviembre para evitar pagar tarifas de examen adicionales. Toda la información que necesita, incluido un 
tutorial de registro, está disponible en nuestro sitio web de Consejería: https://altahscounseling.weebly.com/ap.html .

ü Órdenes de graduación: Jostens, su proveedor oficial de joyería de graduación y de clase, estará en la escuela tomando pedidos de graduación / 
accesorios y joyería de clase el miércoles 28 de octubre de 7:00 am a 1:00 pm en el área común. Es imperativo que haga su pedido el miércoles 28 
de octubre para asegurarse de recibir sus artículos pre-entregados (borlas, sudaderas, etc.) y que reservemos el tamaño correcto de la bata para 
su graduación en la primavera. Si su estudiante no recibió un paquete de graduación la semana pasada, están disponibles en la oficina principal.

ü Comidas gratis para alimentar el aprendizaje de los viernes: los jueves, nuestro comedor duplicará la cantidad de comidas que preparamos
normalmente, agregando una bolsa de comida adicional para que los estudiantes se la lleven a casa y la disfruten el viernes.
