Dear AP Students and Parents:

It is already time to register and pay for your 2022 AP exams! As you may recall, College Board, the company over Advanced
Placement (AP), is now instituting a FALL exam registration deadline. ALL AP students will need to decide whether or not to
take and order their exams by November 1, 2021 to avoid paying late fees. Here is a schedule of Alta’s registration timeline:

* Registration DEADLINE (to avoid late fees): Monday, November 1% by 10:00 pm.
*  Exams ordered after November 1% will incur a $10 late fee per exam.

»  Exams ordered after November 8" will incur a $20 late fee per exam.

*  Exams ordered between after November 15% will incur a $40 late fee per exam.

»  Absolutely NO changes can be made to our exam order after March 15, 2022.

It is important to understand that registering and paying for AP exams isa TWO STEP process. Shannon Kershaw, Alta’s AP
Coordinator, has visited all of Alta’s AP classes and has walked our AP students through the steps below. At this point, if your
student was present for the presentation, the only remaining step is for you to log into the Total Registration site with your child
to submit your payment. If your child missed the presentation, the steps are below and Ms. Kershaw’s presentation is available
on Alta’s Counseling website as well as each AP teacher’s Canvas page.

[1  Step 1: Students must first log into a third-party site, www.TotalRegistration.net/AP/450402, to pay for their AP
exam(s). If your student took AP exams last year, they will already have an existing account. You will need to pay for
your exam(s) by November 1, 2021 to avoid late fees. Alta’s AP exam fee for the 2021-2022 school year is
$100/exam. Total Registration also provides the opportunity to indicate if you are in the Free/Reduced lunch program
and therefore qualify for a fee reduction of $55 per exam OR if you are requesting financial assistance through Alta, in
which case, you must contact Shannon Kershaw to discuss.

o At the conclusion of the Total Registration process, students will receive a unique JOIN CODE per AP
course/exam for which they register. They will need this information for Step 2.

[1 Step 2: All students must then go online to College Board and either create a new or log into an existing account at
www. collegeboard.org. They will then enter in the unique JOIN CODE received through Total Registration to gain
access to College Board’s online resources for that AP subject area. They must also then select the option to “Register
for the Exam”. This is the only way College Board knows to send Alta an exam for the student to take in May.

Again, please remember that the ONLY WAY to guarantee your child will have an AP exam to take in May of 2022 is to complete
BOTH the Total Registration (payment step) and College Board (exam ordering step) by November 15 to avoid late fees.

iYa es hora de inscribirse y pagar por sus examenes AP del 2022! Tal como recordaran, el Directorio de Universidades, la compaiiia a
cargo de Colocaciones Avanzadas (AP), est4 instituyendo ahora un plazo final de inscripcion para el examen de OTONO. TODOS
los estudiantes de AP deberan decidir tomar o no tomar sus examenes el Iro de noviembre de 2021 para evitar el pago de multas por
tardanza. Aqui esta el programa de inscripcion de Alta:

*  FECHA FINAL de inscripcion (para evitar penalidades por atraso): Lunes 1ro de noviembre a las 10:00 pm.

*  Los examenes ordenados después del 1ro de noviembre incurriran en una penalidad por atraso de $10 por examen.

*  Los examenes ordenados después del 8 de noviembre incurriran en una penalidad por atraso de $20 por examen.

*  Los examenes ordenados después del 15 de noviembre incurriran en una penalidad por atraso de $40 por examen.

*  Absolutamente NO se puede hacer cambios a la orden de nuestro examen después del 15 de marzo, 2022.

Es importante entender que inscribirse y pagar por el examen es un proceso de DOS PASOS. Shannon Kershaw, Coordinadora AP de
Alta, ha visitado todos los salones de clase AP de Alta y ha guiado a nuestros estudiantes AP por los pasos de abajo. En este punto, si
su estudiante estuvo presente durante la introduccion, el anico paso que falta es que usted se inscriba en el sitio de Total Registration

anterior, ya tendran una cuenta existente. Necesitara pagar por sus examenes hasta el 1ro de noviembre, 2021 para evitar
penalidades por atraso. El costo del examen AP de Alta para el afio escolar 2021-2022 es $100/examen. Total Registration
también provee la oportunidad de indicar si usted esta en el programa de almuerzo Gratuito o Reducido y califica por una
reduccion en el costo de $55 por examen O si usted esta solicitando ayuda financiera por medio de Alta, en cuyo caso, debera
contactarse con Shannon Kershaw para hablar del tema.

[J 2% Paso: Todos los estudiantes deberan ir n linea a College Board (Directorio de Universidades y crear una cuenta nueva o
ingresar en una ya existente en www.collegeboard.org. L luego ingresaran el CODIGO UNICO recibido por medio de Total
Registration para acceder a los recursos en linea del Directorio de Universidades para esa area de cursos AP. También
deberan seleccionar la opcion para “Registrarse para el Examen”. Esta es la unica manera de que el Directorio de
Universidades sepa que debe enviar a Alta un examen para que el estudiante lo tome en mayo.

Nuevamente, sirvase recordar que la UNICA FORMA de garantizar que su hijo pueda tomar un examen AP en mayo de 2022 es
completar AMBAS el Total Registration (paso del pago) y Directorio de Universidades (paso de solicitud del examen) hasta el 1™ de
noviembre para evitar pagos por atraso.
